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Diligence means “carried out with great care and consistent effort until the task is done.”

P.A.C.E. means: Prepare, Act, Commit or Continue, and Evaluate. Think of a job you recently
got done or a skill you recently learned.

PREPARE: What did you do to prepare to do this job well? What did you need?

ACT: What actions did you take to get this job done the best way you could?

COMMIT/CONTINUE: How did you stay committed and continue to work hard?
